Although
the varsion pictured at the left is o one-sized produa,
many premolded plugs are sold in two or more sizes
and must be Individually sized fer each ear. If after
a period of regular wear you've been unable to get
usad to your earplugs, try another size, type, or brand
of hearing protector.

CARE & CLEANING

Keap the plugs clean
and free from material
that can irritate the
earcanal. They may

be washed in mild
liguid detergent and
warm water. Squeeze
excess water from the
plugs and allow to fully
air dry. Washing may be

repeated saveral times. Discard

plugs if they noticeably change their firmness or
do not re-expand fo their original size and shape.

Premolded plugs will
normally last several
months or more
depending upen

the type, and
environmental

factors. They should

be reploced if thay
shrink or swell, harden
or soften, tear, crack, or
become permanently deformed.

Wash them in warm scapy water and rinse well.
When dry, store them in o carrying case.
