 Do not operate the ATV on slopes greater than 10 degrees with the plow 
installed.

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Plow Mount Assembly: 
1. Locate the factory skid plate under the ATV (Figure 1).

2. Place the plow mounting bracket (A1) so that the rear of the bracket rests on the 
“lip” of the factory skid plate. (Figure 1 and Figure 2) 
 

3. Next, slide the plow mounting plate (A1) to the left so that the right tab rests 
against the frame. Mark the holes for drilling. (Figure 2)

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4. Using a 23/64” drill bit, drill holes into the factory skid plate marked in step two 
(Figure 3) Caution: Make sure the area behind the factory skid plate is clear before 
drilling.

5. Attach the plow mounting bracket to the factory skid plate using two 5/16”-18x1” 
hex head bolts (D1), two 5/16” flat washers (D2) and two 5/16-18 lock nuts (D3) 
(Figure 4).

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6. Place the clamp bracket (A2) over the frame and behind the tabs of plow 

mounting bracket (A1) (Figure 5).

7. Assemble the clamp bracket (A2) to the plow mounting bracket (A1) using four 
¼”-20x1” hex head bolts (B1), four ¼” flat washers (B2) and four ¼”-20 lock nuts 
(B3) (Figure 6).

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8. Assemble the center of the plow mounting bracket (A1) to the clamp bracket (A2)
using one 5/16”-18x2” hex head bolt (C1) and one 5/16” lock washer (D2) and one
5/16”-18 lock nut (D3) (Figure 7).

Plow Installation: 
1. Slide the plow into position with the tubes under the ATV. Lift the end of the tube

assembly into position so the holes in the tube wings line up with the 3/8” holes in 
the frame brackets.  

2. A Phillips head screwdriver may be used to align the holes. Insert both 3/8” pins
and hook the retaining clips on the ends of the pins to secure the plow to the
ATV.

3. The plate should now be a permanent part of your ATV and will not interfere with
clearance. The plow can be easily attached and detached on the welded u-bolt
with the clevis hook on a winch or a manual lift assembly.
